William Barclay provides this in his commentary:

To be a follower of Jesus, to know who He is and what He 
means, is to have a superabundance of life. 
 
When we try to live our own lives, life is a dull, dispirited 
thing.  When we walk with Jesus, when we know His     
presence in our lives, there comes into life a new vitality, a 
superabundance of life.  It is only when we live with Christ 
that life becomes really worth living, and that we begin to 
live at all in the real sense of the word. 
 
On the back cover of God Sightings: The One Year Bible, 
which I highly recommend, it states that as you see God at 
work through His Word, you will see the amazing ways God 
is expressing the truth found in His word in the world around 
you, in your own life.   
But until you see that with your own eyes, itôs tough to have 
a vibrant faith.  Believing in God can feel dry, dusty, 
grounded in principles rather than passion. So get ready.  
Youôre on the journey of a lifetime.  Youôll never be the 
same. 
 
So letôs begin living outside of the box!  The abundant life 
that Jesus came to bring us is waiting for us to embrace.  
Live life to its superabundance!
