Last month I found myself summoned for 
jury duty.  Next, I was actually selected to 
serve on a jury which I had never done  
before.  The criminal case lasted just two 
days but it seemed much longer and more 
demanding than that.  The judge gave us 
clear instructions as we were about to go to 

the jury deliberation room.  As we discussed the case, the 
facts and the Arizona laws, we were able to reach a     
unanimous verdict.   
 
I was surprised at my reaction after I completed the jury  
service.  I felt sad.  I felt sad for the defendant because now 
he would be facing some life changing consequences.  
What about his family?  What about the fines, legal costs, 
and the possibility of losing his job?  But the law is the law 
and if it is broken, one must pay the consequences.  The 
guilty must pay. 
 
God says that we are guilty.  Romans 3:10 ñThere is NO 
ONE righteous, not even one.ò Romans 3:23 says, ñFor ALL 
have sinned and fall short of the glory of God.ò  Guilty as 
charged!   
 
So we stand condemned according to the law of God ï but 
the grace of God stands ready to rescue us and redeem us. 
 
Sin condemns us to death.  We need a Savior!  Who will 
deliver us from this verdict of, ñGuilty, as charged!ò?        
Romans 7:24-25 (CEV) ñWhat a miserable person I am.  
Who will rescue me from this body that is doomed to die?  
Thank God! Jesus Christ will rescue me.   
Romans 8:1-2 ñTherefore, there is now no condemnation for 
those who are in Christ Jesus because through Christ     
Jesus, the law of the Spirit of life set me free from the law of 
sin and death.ò   
I have contemplated the sad reaction that I noticed after the 
trial.  Here is my conclusion:  Since I am a follower of Jesus 
Christ, His Spirit resides in me.  I believe my sadness      
reflected the Spirit of God.  He grieves over sin; He grieves 
and is saddened over the pain that sin brings.  Sin hurts. 
 
Thanks be to God who will make us right before Him 
through our Savior Jesus Christ.  Praise be to God!  Not 
guilty!
