   From My Heart to Yours 
 
It happened just as Jesus promised it would.  
After His resurrection and ascension into 
Heaven, God the Father sent the Holy Spirit, 
that divine presence and power,  into the 
hearts of those who believed by faith in Je-
sus (Acts 1-2). 
 

Last month we celebrated the Risen Christ at Easter and now 
chronologically we leave the four Gospels and enter Acts, 
which theologian John Stott re-titled, ñThe Continuing Words 
and Deeds of Jesus by His Spirit through His Apostles.ò   
 
Read Acts for a thrilling account of the birth of the church in 
which God called out a people for Himself.  Christ died not 
only to redeem us from sin but to purify for Himself a people 
who are enthusiastic for good works (Titus 2:14). 
 
Now we are concerned for the renewal of the church.  While it 
is spreading rapidly in many parts of the world, it is often 
growth without depth.  There is much superficiality every-
where. 
 
Acts 6:4 After the apostles began to delegate the various 
tasks of the church they determined to ñgive their attention to 
prayer and the ministry of the word.ò 
What were the results of that decision?  Acts 6:7 ñSo the 
word of God spread.  The number of disciples in Jerusalem 
increased rapidly, and a large number of priests became obe-
dient to the faith.ò   Again, in Acts 12:24, ñBut the word of 
God continued to increase and spread.ò 
Prayer and the ministry of Godôs word add depth and matur-
ity. 
 
Womenôs ministry has responded by adding a new six-week 
Bible study in the book of Galatians offered at three different 
times (April ï mid-May).  Godôs word is spreading to over one 
hundred women.  Our four-week summer study featuring 
Beth Moore, Loving Well, will be in June.  Donôt miss it! 
 
What about prayer?  In late April we had our Spring Prayer 
Luncheon which offered an opportunity for us to pray for all of 
our womenôs ministries.  We have an on-going prayer minis-
try.  As our prayer coordinator, Nancy Porche, receives 
prayer requests, she forwards them by e-mail to the prayer 
partners.
